Late Entries
1 Late entries will be accepted through February 25, 2011. If an animal has been properly nominated and/or if the animal
is a breeding animal that satisfies all of the breeding show eligibility requirements, late entry and late entry fees will be
accepted. All fees plus an additional $75 entry fee will be required.

Rule Changes and/or Additionand Reminders

Sheep & Goat Nominations
Sheep and goats will now be required to nominate through the mail-in, self-nomination process like beef and swine. There will be
NO on-site nhominations for any species.

Goats-Bracing
Doe Kids: NO bracing doe kids. Doe kids are to be controlled with the chain only.

Market Wether Goats: Bracing WILL be allowed in the wether goat division. All four feet MUST be left on the ground.

Doe Teeth Rule
Effective at the 2012 OYE: Permanent incisors cannot have broken the skin at the time of the show. If permanent incisors have
broken the skin, the doe is determined to be a yearling. Since there is not a yearling doe class, said doe will be disqualified.




Small Heifer Breeds

Heifer breeds having less than 15 head will show in either the American Breeds or AOB Heifer division. This new procedure will
run similar to the AOB steer division. Each year, those breeds having less than 15 enter and check-in will be combined into one
of these two new divisions. Examples of American Breeds are Salers, Santa Gertrudis, Beefmaster and Brahman. The AOB
division will be comprised of all other heifer breeds having less than 15 head. The Champion and Reserve out of each of these
two divisions will compete for the honors of Supreme and Reserve Supreme Champion Heifer.

Herdsmanship
There will NOT be a Herdsmanship competition in any barn or for any species at the Oklahoma Youth Expo. Placings and

awards will no longer be given for Herdsmanship.

Gates

All gates will close each night at 10:00 p.m. and will re-open at 8:00 a.m. People may still walk in and out of the gates; however,
no animals will be allowed to enter the gates after 10:00 p.m. or before 8:00 a.m. All animals must have their health papers
checked by an Oklahoma Department of Agriculture representative before entering the gates.

Exhibitors Must Have an Entry (General Rule #18)

All exhibitors who wish to show at the Oklahoma Youth Expo MUST have an on-line entry recorded in his/her name in order to be
eligible to show. Simply having a nomination in a student’s name is not sufficient, even if the student is included in a
household/family nomination. ALL students MUST have at least one on-line entry in his/her name. In addition, a student will only
be eligible to show the number of animals he/she has entered on-line. For example, an exhibitor who has two barrows entered
on-line will only be eligible to show two barrows, even if a third barrow was household/family nominated under his/her name.

Substitute Showman
A Substitutions will only be allowed for the following reasons:
A. Two animals in the same class.
B. Conflicts with animals being exhibited in other species.
C. Sickness or a physical injury documented by a physician.
D. A pre-approved 4-H or FFA activity. No other school activity will qualify.

A Steps to obtaining a Substitute Showman:
The following is the procedure, which is to be followed, to determine a substitute showman for all species at the Oklahoma
Youth Expo. Once the exhibitor determines one or more of the abovementioned circumstances applies to him/her, the
exhibitor will:
1. Obtain a Substitute Showman form from the Oklahoma Youth Expo Show Office or the Species
Superintendent.
2. Identify another exhibitor exhibiting livestock at the Oklahoma Youth Expo in the following manner:
a. Family Member: If a family member is not present and eligible then the exhibitor proceeds to step
(b).
b. An exhibitor from the exact FFA Chapter or 4-H Club: If a member of the exhibitor's FFA Chapter
or 4-H Club is not present and eligible then the exhibitor proceeds to step (c).
c. An exhibitor from the exact county in which the exhibitor resides: If an exhibitor from the exact
county in which the exhibitor resides is not present and eligible then the exhibitor proceeds to step
(d).
d. Finally, an eligible exhibitor exhibiting at the Oklahoma Youth Expo.
3. Complete the Substitute Showman form.
4. Turnin form to the Species Superintendent for approval.

Bronze Medallion Animals

A Inthe Market Steer, Lamb, Barrow and Goat Divisions, the Bronze Medallion (third best of show) could come from the same
breed as the Grand Champion and Reserve Grand Champion. If this were to occur, the third sale order animal of that breed
would pull into the line-up to be considered for the Bronze Medallion Award. Therefore, all animals selected third in a breed
behind the Reserve Champions need to be prepared to move up and show during the Grand Champion Drives.




Oklahoma Youth Expo Nominations

All species will nominate through a self-nominating, mail-in process.
Steers, Market Wether Lambs, Commercial Ewes, all Goats and all Swine are required to nominate.

Purpose of Nominations
The purpose of nominations is to gather data on each animal for identification purposes and DNA (hair sample) collection.

Animals to be Nominated
1 All market animals: Market Steers, Market Lambs, Market Barrows and Market Meat Goats must be nominated.
1 Breeding animals: Gilts, Doe Kids and Commercial Ewes must be nominated.

Cost
1 The cost to nominate an animal for the Oklahoma Youth Expo is $10 per head on all species.

Agricultural Education Instructor / County Extension Educator
1 ALL nomination forms/envelopes MUST be signed by the supervising Agricultural Education Instructor or County
Extension Educator.
1 All nomination requests must be made by the supervising Agricultural Education Instructor or County Extension Educator.

Nominating Animals
1 A specific animal may be nominated one time only.
1 A specific animal may NOT be nominated in more than one specific breed.
1 An exhibitor may nominate as many animals as he/she wishes.




General Rules Pertaining to Competitive Exhibitors

1. Entries: All applicants for entry must be made on the Oklahoma Youth Expo Web site via the on-line entry section. Entries
must be made on or before February 11, 2011, by 12:00 a.m. midnight or be subject to the late entry fees. Each space in the on-
line entry procedure must be fully completed.

2. Legal Release: All students must have on file a Legal Release Form. This form must be signed by the exhibitor, his or her
parents or legal guardians and Agricultural Education Instructor or 4-H Extension Educator. These forms are to be obtained on-
line at the Oklahoma Youth Expo Web site at www.okyouthexpo.com

3. Household Nominations: Students will be allowed to enter and show any animal that was nominated by an individual from
their household according to the following restrictions:
0 The students must all legally reside in the same household and share the same legal address.
0 The student who is entering the animal must have materially participated in the care of the project.
0 Regarding students eligibility, if a student is declared ineligible, any animal entered inthate x hi bi t or
shall be ineligible for exhibition at the 2011 Oklahoma Youth Expo.

4. Animal Substitution: An exhibitor may substitute one animal for another of the same species and sex as long as each animal
has been properly nominated and/or satisfies all of the show eligibility requirements such as ownership, age, etc. Animals that do
not meet the proper nomination requirements or other show eligibility requirements cannot be substituted for other animals.
ANIMALS MAY NOT BE SUBSTITUTED ACROSS SPECIES OR SEX. Examples are below:

Ex. 1 — An exhibitor may substitute a barrow for a barrow or a heifer for a heifer.

Ex. 2 — An exhibitor may NOT substitute a barrow for a gilt (different sex) or a wether for a steer (different species).

Ex. 3 — An exhibitor also may NOT substitute a market wether lamb for a commercial ewe.

5. Animal Exhibition: Exhibitors may exhibit animals one time only during the Oklahoma Youth Expo. Animals may not be
nominated or shown in more than one breed.

6. Injured Animal: When the judge determines that an animal can no longer compete without endangering itself, said animal will
be disqualified, and the next highest placing animal in that class or preliminary sale order will be brought in to replace the
disqualified animal.

7. Showing in Appropriate Weight Class: An exhibitor must show their animal in the appropriate weight class. If an exhibitor
misses their weight class for any reason, the exhibitor is not allowed to move up to the next weight class.

8. Release: There will be no trailer or tack releases required to leave the grounds.

9. Herdsmanship: Exhibitors will be required to keep their spaces and stalls clean by removing any trash and litter and placing it
in containers provided for this purpose.

10. Electricity: Electric equipment and appliances used by exhibitors must be properly shielded, grounded if necessary, for safe
operation; and all electric cords must be in good condition, without breaks in insulation. NOTE: All electrical cords must be
Underwriters Approved (UA).

11. False Statements: If it be ascertained that any exhibitor has made or caused to be made any false statement in regard to
any animal or article, or if any exhibitor shall attempt to interfere with the judges in the performance of their duties, he/she shall
be excluded from competition.

12. No Shows: Exhibitors making entries and not exhibiting shall forfeit all fees paid for entries, stalls, pens, or space.

13. Premiums: The judges will award premiums only on articles listed in the premium book. The decisions of a judge shall be
final and no appeal will be considered except in case of protest. The judges in all departments will be approved by the Executive
Director, Superintendent and Show Manager. No one will be allowed to act as a judge in the class or ring in which he/she or
members of his/her immediate family exhibit.

14. Protests: Any protest must be made in writing and accompanied by a deposit of $500, of which the deposit will be forfeited if
the protest is not sustained. Said protest must state plainly the cause of complaint or appeal, and must be filed with the Executive
Director within five hours after the award was made, it being considered that award was made when ribbon or premium card was
placed. In addition to the right to protest herein guaranteed to exhibitors, the Management reserves the right to take cognizance
of fraud consummated or attempted in connection with an exhibit and take such action as may be deemed just and proper and as
may be warranted.

15. Protesting Judges Decision: No complaint or appeal based upon the statement that the judge or judges are incompetent or
have overlooked an animal or article will be considered by the Management. The right of an exhibitor to appeal the decision of a
judge to the Management will stand only when it is charged that the award has been made in violation of the rules and
regulations governing the exhibit or when it is charged that the decision of the judge has been influenced or interfered with by
another.

16. All Other Disputes: All questions of dispute or differences not provided for under the rules and regulations shall be referred
to the Management whose decision shall be final.

17. Fees: The following entry fees must be paid by February 18, 2011.
Junior Beef Cattle - $30 for each entry. Grooming chute permit $25.
Junior Sheep - $20 for each entry. Scale permits $15.
Junior Goat - $20 for each entry. Scale permits $15.
Junior Swine - $20 for each entry. Scale permit $15

18. Exhibitors Must Have an Entry: All exhibitors who wish to show at the Oklahoma Youth Expo MUST have an on-line entry
recorded in his/her name in order to be eligible to show. Simply having a nomination in a student’s name is not sufficient, even if
the student is included in a household/family nomination.

If an animal has been properly nominated and/or if
the animal is a breeding animal that satisfies all of the breeding show eligibility requirements, late entry and late entry fees will be
accepted until February 25, 2011. All fees plus an additional $75 entry fee will be required.
The fees for each late entry will be as follows:

Junior Beef Cattle — $30 plus $75 late entry totaling: $105 per entry

Junior Sheep — $20 plus $75 late entry totaling: $95 per entry

Junior Goat — $20 plus $75 late entry totaling: $95 per entry

Junior Swine - $20 plus $75 late entry totaling: $95 per entry

d. FEinally, an eligible exhibitor exhibiting at the Oklahoma Youth Expo.
Complete the Substitute Showman form.
Turn in form to the Species Superintendent for approval.

Failure to follow the stated procedures in requesting a substitute showman will result in the animal being disqualified. These are
to be completed and signed by an Agricultural Education Instructor or Extension Educator, stating the reason and naming the
substitute showman. The card must be completed and returned to the species superintendent issuing the cards prior to the start
of the show. Failure to comply will disqualify the exhibitor.

22. Dress: Show Ring Dress Code: All junior exhibitors will wear one of the following:

1. An official 4-H vest or jacket. Must be of the appropriate colors of solid green, solid white, or a mix of green and
white. Must have an official emblem of at least 2%, inches. Must wear a collared shirt under the vest or jacket that
is of the appropriate colors of solid green, solid white, or a mix of green and white.

2. An official FFA corduroy jacket from the National FFA supply catalog. Must wear a collared shirt under the jacket
that is of the appropriate colors of solid white, sold blue, sold yellow, or a mix of blue and yellow.

3. A buttoned up, collared shirt, short or long sleeve, of the appropriate 4-H colors of solid green, solid white, or a mix
of green and white; or FFA colors of solid white, solid blue, solid yellow, or a mix of blue and yellow. No third color
mix, or additional colors are allowed. Must have an official 4-H or FFA emblem of at least 2% inches.

In addition:

1. No headgear is allowed

2. The Show Ring Dress Code will also be enforced during the Sale of Champions and during appearances before the
media.

23. Minimum Number of Market Animals Per Breed: Unless otherwise stated, a minimum of 10 market animals are required to
make a breed. If less than 10 market animals per breed nominate, enter or come to the show, that respective breed will be
placed in the Crossbred Division, or in the case of market steers, the AOB Division.

24. Vehicles on Grounds: Vehicles including automobiles, trucks, recreational vehicles, trailers, golf carts, motor scooters,
bicycles, etc., are not allowed inside barns or on lawns at any time. There will be no parking around the barns, streets between
barns or fire lanes. You will be allowed time to bring in supplies if needed. DO NOT drive vehicles through barns to unload.

25. Overnight Camping: Overnight camping is allowed ONLY in the State Fair RV Park. UTILITY CONNECTIONS (i.e.,
ELECTRIC, GAS, WATER) TO VEHICLES FROM ANY BARN AREA SOURCE IS ABSOLUTELY PROHIBITED. Contact the
Oklahoma State Fair Park for accommodations.

26. Open Flame-Cooking: The use of electric, open flame or space heaters is prohibited. Cooking or any heat/flame food
preparation is not allowed in the barn area.

27. Trailer Parking: After unloading, trailers are to be parked in the designated area. ALL OTHER FAIRGROUNDS
PARKING AREAS ARE OFF LIMITS TO THESE VEHICLES.

28. Pets on Grounds: No dogs or other pets are allowed on the Fairgrounds - whether on a leash or not, except for Police dogs
on duty, “seeing eye” lead dogs, or others as approved by show management.

29. Bedding: Straw and coarse shavings are the only items allowed to be used as stall bedding.

30. Stall Cleanings: Exhibitors need to place stall cleanings in polycarts provided by the show. Do not place stall cleanings in
any walkway or trash barrel.

31. Fans and Chutes: Due to space limitations — Only grooming chutes and scales displaying permits will be allowed on the
grounds. Exhibitors will not be allowed to use aisle fans; only overhead secured fans may be used.

32. Gates: All gates will open at 12:00 p.m. Friday, March 11 and will remain open until 10:00 p.m. The remaining days of the
show, Gates 6, 7 and 9 will remain open for participants/exhibitors to enter and exit as they wish. For livestock entry purposes,
all gates will close each night at 10:00 p.m. and will re-open at 8:00 a.m. People may still walk in and out of the gates;
however, no animals will be allowed to enter the gates after 10:00 p.m. or before 8:00 a.m. All animals must have their
health papers checked by an Oklahoma Department of Agriculture representative before entering the gates.

33. Ownership: Animals which are owned jointly and fed on a partnership basis, other than those described under the household
nomination rule, are not eligible to be exhibited in this show. Any animal that has been sold in any premium auction sale, where
ownership change has taken place, is ineligible to be exhibited at the Oklahoma Youth Expo.

34. Membership: Each junior exhibitor must be a bona fide member of an Oklahoma 4-H Club and/or an Oklahoma FFA
Chapter. Members must not have graduated from high school or the equivalent before January 1, of the year of the show. Youth
can enroll in 4-H on their ninth birthday or at the beginning of the fall term of the 4™ grade, whichever comes first. Youth who
have reached their ninth birthday and have a 4-H enrollment card on file in their respective County Extension Office prior to
January 1 will be eligible to show at the Oklahoma Youth Expo. For animal species where nominations are required, the youth



must follow the appropriate procedures and must declare organization affiliation at the time of nomination. FFA members must
have paid their dues by February 1, 2011.

Accordingly, the Oklahoma Youth Expo is open to:

Junior Exhibitor formally enrolled and a member in good standing in 4-H or FFA, duly certified by their Agricultural Education
Instructor or County 4-H Extension Educator, and at least nine years of age and less than nineteen (19) years of age on January
1 of the current year. This age may be extended for exhibitors enrolled in High School and for individuals with a documented
mental or physical disability who have continued eligibility for public education until their 22M birthday. Documentation must be
provided to the Oklahoma Youth Expo regarding either exception.

35. Responsibility of the Agricultural Education Instructor and/or Extension Educator: The Agricultural Education Instructor
or Extension Educator in charge of submitting entries and signing the exhibitor show entry card will certify that to the best of
his/her knowledge, the exhibitor and the animal entered are duly qualified and meet the ownership requirement and other show
rules and regulations for the 2011 Oklahoma Youth Expo.

36. Violation of Rules: Any violation of rules published in the Oklahoma Youth Expo Rules & Regulations may automatically
result in disqualification. Further, any premium monies, trophies, special awards, or other consideration earned will be forfeited.

37. Academic Eligibility: Youth who have been declared ineligible to participate in extracurricular activities by their local school
administration will be declared ineligible to participate in the Oklahoma Youth Expo. Youth who are eligible on the first day of the
show will be considered eligible through the duration of the show. Similarly, youth who are ineligible on the first day of the show
will be considered ineligible through the duration of the show. If an exhibitor is ineligible to participate in the show for any reason,
including rules of the Oklahoma Secondary Schools Activity Association, (OSSAA), the animals entered in the exhibitor's name
are also ineligible for the show. Ineligible youth who patrticipate in the show will forfeit all show and/or sale premiums and awards;
and will be subject to disciplinary action as provided by the local school policies. It will be the responsibility of the local school
administration to notify the student’s family and the show management or OSSAA if a particular student is ineligible to participate.

38. General Rules: All rules and regulations will apply to each and every department of the Oklahoma Youth Expo. Exhibitors
are required to familiarize themselves with all rules. The Oklahoma Youth Expo management, through its authorized officials,
reserves to itself the final and absolute right to interpret its own Rules and Regulations and to settle and determine all matters,
guestions and differences connected with or incidental to the Show. The Management reserves the right to amend or add to
these rules as they, in their judgment may deem advisable. In the event of conflict of general and special rules, the latter will
govern.



General Livestock Health and Sanitary Regulation

The following regulations of the Board of Agriculture will govern admission of livestock. An official of the Animal Industry Services
Division, Oklahoma Department of Agriculture will be present throughout the event and will check all health certificates.
Verification of a Federal Premise Identification Number or Oklahoma State Premise Identification Number will be required for
swine exhibitors. An official health certificate dated within 30 days of entry to the fairgrounds must accompany all
animals. All health certificates must be validated by the Animal Industry Services representative, Oklahoma Department of
Agriculture, before animals are given stall or pen space in the barns. The official health certificate shall be available at all times to
the representatives of the Animal Industry Services Division. All out-of-state livestock must meet Oklahoma's import
requirements.

SWINE:

All swine must be accompanied by an official health certificate that shows individual identification such as tattoo, ear notch, or ear
tag, complete description of livestock as to age, sex, breed and a statement that they are free of external parasites, ringworm or
warts, or any infectious, contagious, or communicable disease. All swine health certificates must indicate a negative test for
Pseudorabies and Brucellosis after December 1, 2010 for in-state swine, or originate from a Brucellosis Validated /
Pseudorabies Qualified Negative Herd and be exhibited by the owner or immediate family member.

All SWINE:

Effective June 24, 2009, The Oklahoma Department of Agriculture has mandated and requires that all swine show exhibitors in
the state of Oklahoma have on record with the Animal Industry Services Division of Oklahoma Department of Agriculture a valid
Federal Premise ID or Oklahoma State Premise Identification Number to compete at the Oklahoma Youth Expo. Official’s of the
Animal Industry Services Division of the Oklahoma Department of Agriculture will be present throughout the event and will check
these documents. If you have questions or need to register for a Federal Premise Identification Number or an Oklahoma State
Premise Identification Number you may contact the Oklahoma Department of Agriculture at (405) 522-6124.

SHEEP:

All sheep must be accompanied by an official health certificate issued within 30 days of arrival. The certificate must show the
animal to be free of any infectious, contagious, or communicable disease and a statement indicating the animal to have been
inspected and found free of scabies and other external parasites. All sheep must be individually identified with one of the
following:

1. USDA tag

2. For animals not suitable for ear tagging, legible flank or tail-web tattoo is acceptable (tattoo must contain premise ID and
individual animal number).

3. Scrapie Flock Certification Program tags.

ILLEGIBLE TATTOOS WILL BE CONSIDERED AS NO IDENTIFICATION

CATTLE:

All cattle must be accompanied by an official health certificate, issued within 30 days of arrival, that shows complete description
of livestock as to age, sex, breed and individual identification such as tattoo or ear tag, also must show the animals are free of
external parasites, ringworms or warts, and any infectious, contagious or communicable disease.

GOAT:

All goats must be accompanied by an official health certificate issued within 30 days of arrival, and be free from communicable
disease, external parasites, ringworm and warts. All goats must be identified with one of the following:

1. USDA tag

2. Official dairy goat registry tattoo (acceptable only if the animal is accompanied by a registration certificate)

3. For animals not suitable for ear tagging, legible flank or tail-web tattoo is acceptable (tattoo must contain premise ID and
individual animal number).

4. Scrapie Flock Certification Program tags.

IAFE
(International Association of Fairs and Expositions)
National Code of Show Ring Ethics

The following is a list of guidelines for all exhibitors and all livestock in competitive events (Any violation of the following will result
in disciplinary action deemed necessary by show management):

1. Ownership: All exhibitors must present, upon request of livestock show officials, proof of ownership, length of ownership and
age of all animals entered. Misrepresentation of ownership, age, or any facts relating thereto is prohibited.

2. Health Certificate: Owners, exhibitors, fitters, trainers, or absolutely responsible persons shall provide animal health
certificates from licensed veterinarians upon request by fair or livestock show officials.

3. Care and Groom: Junior exhibitors are expected to care for and groom their animals while at fairs or livestock shows.

4. lllegal Substances: Animals shall be presented to show events where they will enter the food chain free of drugs. The act of
entering an animal in a livestock show is the giving of consent by the owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, and/or absolutely responsible
person for show management to obtain any specimens of urine, saliva, blood, or other substances from the animal to be used in
testing. Animals not entered in an event which culminates with the animal entering the food chain shall not be administered drugs
other than in accordance with applicable federal, state and provincial statutes, regulations and rules. Livestock shall not be
exhibited if the drugs administered in accordance with federal, state and provincial statues, regulations and rules affect the
animal's performance or appearance at the event. If the laboratory report on the chemical analysis of saliva, urine, blood, or other
sample taken from livestock indicates the presence of forbidden drugs or medication, this shall be prima facie evidence such
substance has been administered to the animal either internally or externally. It is presumed that the sample of urine, saliva,
blood, or other substance tested by the approved laboratory to which it is sent is the one taken from the animal in question, its
integrity is preserved and all procedures of said collection and preservation, transfer to the laboratory and analysis of the sample
are correct and the report received from the laboratory pertains to the sample taken, with the burden on the owner, exhibitor,
fitter, trainer, or absolutely responsible person to prove otherwise at any hearing in regard to the matter conducted by the fair or
livestock show. At any time after an animal arrives on the fair or livestock show premises, all treatments involving the use of
drugs and/or medications shall be administered by a licensed veterinarian.

5. Surgical Procedures: Any surgical procedure or injection of any foreign substance or drug or the external application of any
substance (irritant, counterirritant, or similar substance) which could affect the animal's performance or alter its natural contour,
confirmation, or appearance, except external applications of substances to the hoofs or horns of animals which affect appearance
only and except for surgical procedures performed by a duly licensed veterinarian for the sole purpose of protecting the health of
the animal, is prohibited.

6. Showing-Handling Practices or Devices: The use of showing and/or handling practices or devices such as striking animals
to cause swelling, using electrical contrivance, or other similar practices are not acceptable and are prohibited.

7. Interference with Judge or Show Management: Direct criticism or interference with the judge, fair or livestock show
management, other exhibitors, breed representatives, or show officials before, during, or after the competitive event is prohibited.
In the furtherance of their official duty, all judges, fair and livestock show management, or other show officials shall be treated
with courtesy, cooperation and respect and no person shall direct abusive or threatening conduct toward them.

8. Violation of Code of Ethics: No owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, or absolutely responsible person shall conspire with another
person or persons to intentionally violate this code of ethics or knowingly contribute or cooperate with another person or persons
either by affirmative action or inaction to violate this code of ethics. Violation of this rule shall subject such individuals to
disciplinary action.

9. Application of Code of Ethics: The application of this code of ethics provides for absolute responsibility for an animal's
condition by an owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, or participant whether or not he or she was actually instrumental in or had actual
knowledge of the treatment of the animal in contravention of this code of ethics.

10. Entering Animals: The act of entering an animal in a fair or livestock show is the giving of consent and verification by the
owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, or absolutely responsible person that he or she has read the International Association of Fairs and
Expositions National Code of Show Ring Ethics and understands the consequences of and penalties provided for actions
prohibited by the code. In addition, the owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer or absolutely responsible person gives consent and
verification to have any disciplinary action taken by the fair or livestock show against such individuals published in any publication
of the International Association of Fairs and Expositions, including Fairs and Expositions and any special notices to members. It
is further a consent that any action which contravenes these rules and is also in violation of federal, state or provincial statutes,
regulations, or rules may be released to appropriate law enforcement authorities with jurisdiction over such infractions.



11. Exhibitors must show their own animal or animals: If the exhibitor has more than one animal in any class, or

if the exhibitor is physically disabled at the time of the show, he or she may have another eligible exhibitor from their county 4-H
and/or chapter to show the animal or animals. Exhibitors are required to show their own highest placing animal in any Champion
Drive.

12. Suspension: Anyone barred or subject to a suspension from any other show holding membership with the International
Association of Fairs and Expositions may be excluded from the Oklahoma Youth Expo.

ANY VIOLATION OF THE FOLLOWING RULES WILL AUTOMATICALLY RESULT IN DISQUALIFICATION AND WILL BE
CONSIDERED SUFFICIENT CAUSE TO BAR OR SUSPEND THE VIOLATOR FROM FUTURE PARTICIPATION AT THE
OKLAHOMA YOUTH EXPO.

13. a. Drug or Chemical Compounds: The use of any drug or chemical compound that is not approved by the Food and Drug
Administration for use in meat animals is prohibited. The illegal administration of approved drugs and compounds is also
prohibited. All animals entered in the show are subject to blood, urine and tissue tests by the show, FDA and USDA for illegal
substances and substances that exceed the acceptable levels established by the United States Department of Agriculture, the
Food and Drug Administration, the Food Animal Residue Avoidance Databank and the Environmental Protection Agency. A
positive test will result in disqualification. The exhibitor shall assume full responsibility for any violation of regulations related to
drugs and medications to include withdrawal times and the condemnation of carcasses due to drug rule/regulation violations. This
includes forfeiture of all premiums and market value of the animal. All premiums will be withheld until tests have been completed.
b. Grooming: Any attempt to change natural color of an animal, either purebred or crossbred, by changing or enhancing the
color of hair, fleece or skin at any point, spot or area of the animal’s body is prohibited.

c. Misrepresenting the Age: Misrepresenting the age of the animal for the class in which it is shown is prohibited.

d. Treating or Massaging: Treating or massaging any part of the body internally or externally with an irritant, counter-irritant, or
other substance to temporarily straighten a weak back or loin or produce unnatural animation is prohibited.

e. Minimizing of Cramping: Minimizing the effect of cramping by feeding or injecting drugs, depressants or applying packs or
using any artificial contraband or therapeutic treatment except normal exercise is prohibited.

f. Striking: Striking the animal to cause swelling in a depressed area is prohibited.

g. Surgery: Surgery of any kind performed to change the natural contour or appearance of the animal’s body or hide is
prohibited.

h. Foreign Material: Insertion of foreign material to include air under the skin is prohibited.

i. Alcoholic Beverages: The use of alcoholic beverages in the feed or administered as a drench is prohibited.

j. Criticizing or Interfering with the Judge: Criticizing or interfering with the judge, exhibitors, classifiers, breed committees,
sifting committees, weigh committees and other show officials or other conduct detrimental to the breed or show is prohibited.

14. Show Ring Attendant: Persons, other than the exhibitor or any person exhibiting an animal, will be excluded from the
judging ring while the judge is in the process of placing a class.

15. Liability: All exhibits will be under the control and direction of the Show Management, but the show will in no case be
responsible for any loss or damage that may occur. Each exhibitor will be solely responsible for any consequential or other loss,
injury or damage done to, or occasioned by, or arising from any animal or article exhibited by him. He shall indemnify and save
harmless the show and all of its sponsors and assisting organizations, their employees and agents, against all legal or other
proceedings in regard thereto, as well as damage or injury to any person or property, caused by the exhibitor or any of the
animals exhibited by him/her, or arising out of, or in any way connected with such exhibit or any of the animals so exhibited. It is
further understood and agreed that the Management of the Show accepts all entries and exhibits subject to any and all limitations
upon its ability to handle and house said exhibits that may arise or exist out of inadequate quarters or inadequate supervision, or
resulting from strikes, work stoppages or any labor dispute, fire, storms or other disasters.



Payment of Premiums

Oklahoma Youth Expo will mail the premiums in the market, ewe, gilt, and meat goat divisions to the exhibitors via the school
organization or Extension office as listed on their entry form following the show. The breed associations will pay the premiums for
their respective heifer classes. These premiums will be mailed directly to the exhibitor from the respective breed association
office. Special awards will be paid by sponsors as listed in the rules.

Sale of Champions
Selection Process

1. Eligibility: An exhibitor can sell only one animal in the Sale of Champions. Should an exhibitor qualify more than one animal in
a given division, only the highest ranking animal in the sale order will be sold. If an exhibitor qualifies an animal from more than
one division (steer, market lamb, barrow, goat), then the exhibitor may sell the one animal of his choice.

2. Barrows: Three percent of the barrows, up to a maximum of 65 barrows will be selected for the Sale of Champions. The
number of sale barrows selected per breed will be based on the percentage of entries shown in that breed including the
Champion and Reserve Champion in relation to the total number of entries exhibited. If a breed has 40 or more eligible barrows,
a minimum of two animals will be selected for the Sale of Champions. If a breed has 30-40 eligible barrows, one animal will be
selected for the premium auction. If a breed has less than 30 eligible barrows, the Breed Champion will compete with the
crossbred division winners for sale order. In the market barrow division, the Bronze Medallion (third best of show) could come
from the same breed as the Grand Champion and Reserve Grand Champion Barrow. If this were to occur, the third sale order
animal of that breed would pull into the line-up to be considered for the Bronze Medallion award.

3. Market Lambs: Three percent of the market lambs, up to a maximum of 45 market lambs will be selected for the Sale of
Champions. The number of market lambs selected per breed will be based on the percentage of entries shown in that breed
including the Champion and Reserve Champion in relation to the total number of entries exhibited. If a breed has 40 or more
eligible lambs, a minimum of two animals will be selected for the Sale of Champions. If a breed has 30-40 eligible lambs, a
minimum of one animal will be selected for the Sale of Champions. If a breed has less than 30 eligible lambs, they will compete
with the crossbred division class winners for sale order. It is not automatic that two from each breed will sell in the Sale of
Champions. If the Breed Champion and /or the Reserve Breed Champion are pulled from the Sale (one exhibitor can only sell
one animal) and there are 39 or fewer animals in a breed, it is not automatic that two lambs will sell. In the market lamb division,
the Bronze Medallion (third best of show) could come from the same breed as the Grand Champion and Reserve Grand
Champion Lamb. If this were to occur, the third sale order animal of that breed would pull into the line-up to be considered for the
Bronze Medallion award.

4. Steers: Ten percent or a maximum of 70 steers will be selected for the Sale of Champions. The number of sale steers
selected per breed will be based on the percentage of entries shown in that breed including the Champion and Reserve
Champion in relation to the total number of entries exhibited. If a breed has 15 or more eligible steers, the Champion and
Reserve Champion are eligible for the Sale of Champions. If a breed has 10-14 eligible steers, only the Champion is eligible for
the Sale of Champions. If a breed has less than 10 eligible steers, they will compete in a special AOB class with other smaller
breeds for two slots in the Sale of Champions. In the market steer division, the Bronze Medallion (third best of show) could come
from the same breed as the Grand Champion and Reserve Grand Champion Steer. If this were to occur, the third sale order
animal of that breed would pull into the line-up to be considered for the Bronze Medallion award.

5. Goats: A minimum of 25 wether meat goats will be selected for the Oklahoma Youth Expo Sale of Champions. The Grand
Champion, Reserve Grand Champion, and Bronze Medallion Wether Meat Goats will be automatically chosen for the Sale of
Champions with the remaining slots to be filled as selected by the judge. In the market goat division, the Bronze Medallion (third
best of show) could come from the same class as the Grand Champion and Reserve Grand Champion Goat. If this were to
occur, the third sale order animal of that class would pull into the line-up to be considered for the Bronze Medallion award.

State Fair Arena

All premium sale animals will be sold by the head at the Sale of Champions. The amount bid for an exhibitor's animal and paid to
the Oklahoma Youth Expo for the said animal, will be awarded to the exhibitor. Sale of Champions exhibitors will be subject to
the terms and conditions of the Oklahoma Youth Expo. Exhibitors will receive 100% of their Sale proceeds. All animals exhibited
in the Sale of Champions will become property of the Oklahoma Youth Expo. Proceeds from the market sale of animals will be
withheld for use in the Oklahoma Youth Expo General Scholarship Fund.

4. Weight: A minimum show weight requirement for steers is 1,000 pounds. There is no maximum weight limit. There is no
official weigh-in of market steers. Official scales will be available for exhibitors to use in determining weight for the official entry
card on Thursday, March 17 and Friday, March 18 beginning at 9:00 a.m.
5. Entries: Show ring cards must be fully completed by the exhibitor with the steer’s weight listed and turned into the Beef
Superintendent’s office on Friday, March 18, by 1:00 p.m. The breed listed on the card must be the same as the breed approved
by the breed association classifier.
6. Mouthing: There is no tooth rule.
7. Carcass: All Sale of Champions Steers will be slaughtered and carcass data will be collected.
8. Filling: No force filling of animals.
9. Cryptorchid: Any exhibitor who has a cryptorchid in the premium sale will forfeit all premium money awarded.
10. Chutes: Trimming or grooming chutes will be issued identification for use at the 2011 show. If trimming or grooming chutes
are used without proper identification, the county or school beef exhibits will be subject to disqualification. Trimming or
grooming chutes must be in your assigned beef exhibit stalls or an area assigned by the beef superintendents.
11. Weight: Show classes will be established after all steers are weighed. Breeds will be divided into classes by weight with not
more than 21 head per class. There will not be an official weigh-in, all steers are to be weighed by exhibitors. Class show order
will start with the lightest class and will follow with the next heaviest.
12. Hair: No hair coloring of any type will be allowed to be used on any exhibit above the flank of the animal. Added hair or other
material, natural or man-made (excluding false switches) may not be used in the grooming of any exhibit. Any attempt to change
the composition or appearance of any steer in an unnatural manner will result in disqualification. THIS RULE WILL BE
STRICTLY ENFORCED WITH A ZERO TOLERANCE POLICY.
13. Weigh Back: The top 5 steers in each class will be weighed before the official placing with a 5% weigh back allowance on
the official weight determined by the weight listed on the exhibitor's weight card.
14. Junior Membership: A junior exhibitor is not required to have membership in their respective breed association to exhibit a
steer or steers.
15. Testing: All steers are subject to be tested for unauthorized compounds
16. Generators: No generators may be operated inside the barns.
17. Fans: NO AISLE FANS WILL BE ALLOWED. Only overhead fans which are safely secured may be used in the barns.
18. Animal Substitution: An exhibitor may substitute one animal for another of the same species and sex as long as each
animal has been properly nominated and/or satisfies all of the show eligibility requirements such as ownership, age, etc. Animals
that do not meet the proper nomination requirements or other show eligibility requirements cannot be substituted for other
animals.

The Oklahoma Youth Expo Beef Showmanship Contest will be a county qualified show, open to exhibitors who have won their
respective county showmanship competition. There will be three divisions to be determined by the exhibitor's age as of the day of
their county qualifying show. The divisions are as follows:

Junior Division: 9-12 years of age
Intermediate Division: 13-15 years of age
Senior Division: 16-18 years of age

In order for a county to qualify an exhibitor for the state competition, the county must submit the name(s) of their County’s
winner(s) to The Oklahoma Youth Expo within 10 days of the conclusion of the event.

4. Class placings 1-5 will be awarded to each class. Class premiums will not be paid for showmanship competitions.

5. Champion Showmen in each division will return to the ring to compete for Grand Champion Overall Beef Showman. The
Reserve Showman, from the division in which the Champion was chosen, will move up to show for Reserve Grand Champion
Overall Beef Showman.

6. Grand Champion and Reserve Grand Champion Overall Beef Showmen will return to the State Fair Arena on Friday, March
18, 2011, at 6:00 p.m. for the Master Showmanship Competition. See the Master Showmanship Rules for further details.

Market Lamb Regulations:
1. Ownership: Exhibitors must maintain continuous ownership, possession and provide daily care for each market lamb entered
in the show from the time of nomination until show day. Exhibitors may show three market wethers. Ewe lambs are not eligible for
the market lamb division.
2. Nominations: All market lambs must have been nominated through the OYE self-nomination process to be eligible for the
2011 market lamb show. An exhibitor may nominate as many market lambs as they wish.
3. Generators: No generators will be allowed to operate inside the sheep barns. Overhead fans are allowed; however, no fans
will be allowed in the aisles at any time.
4. Stalls: Stalls are assigned by the sheep superintendents based on the number of market lambs and breeding sheep entries
and space available. Without exception, sheep stall assignments are based on where a 4-H or FFA member attends school.
The first, second and third place overall Sheep Herdsman Award winners at the previous year’s show are given choice of location
for their stalls.
5. Grooming: Artificial coloring, paint and powder are not permitted for use in the market lamb division during the show. All
market lambs must be slick shorn, including the head, a maximum of 30 days prior to classification. There can be no wool above
the knees or hocks. The use of hydration utensils and the use of soft muzzles are permitted in the stalls only. Soft muzzles must
be removed from lambs any time they are taken from their stall for any reason. Failure to use hydration utensils and soft muzzles
in the stalls only will constitute disqualification. Blocking stands are permitted outside the exhibitor’s stalls at the 2011 Expo.
6. Testing: All market lambs are subject to be tested for unauthorized compounds.
7. Entries: Market lambs will be classified and identified on Thursday, March 17, beginning at 8:00 a.m. The classification order
and show order are the same. The official show ring card must be turned in at classification with the final weight as determined by
the exhibitor.
8. Weight: The minimum weight requirement for market lambs is 90 pounds. There is no maximum weight limit. There is no
official weigh-in of market lambs. Official scales will be available for exhibitors to use in determining weight for the official entry
card on Wednesday, March 16, 2011, beginning at 8:00 a.m. An equipment permit may be purchased at the show for sheep
scales brought to the show by county or school groups. Exhibitors of county or school groups in possession of scales on the
grounds must have purchased or purchase an official scale permit.
9. Teeth: There is no tooth rule.
10. Weigh Back: Upon completion of showing in each class, the show superintendents will weigh the top five (5) market lambs. If
a market lamb has gained more than 5 pounds above the official estimated weight as determined by the exhibitor on the official
entry card, the lamb will be disqualified from the show. Disqualified lambs will not move up to the next class. Should any of the
top five (5) market lambs be disqualified, the next place lamb will move up and be weighed. This procedure will continue until five
qualified lambs are selected for each class.
11. Weight Classes: Market lambs in the Dorset, Shropshire, Southdown and Specklefaced breeds will be divided into weight
classes within each breed of approximately 25 head per class. Market lambs in all other breeds will be divided into weight classes
of approximately 40 head per class.
12. Animal Substitution: An exhibitor may substitute one animal for another of the same species and sex as long as each
animal has been properly nominated and/or satisfies all of the show eligibility requirements such as ownership, age, etc. Animals
that do not meet the proper nomination requirements or other show eligibility requirements cannot be substituted for other
animals. ANIMALS MAY NOT BE SUBSTITUTED ACROSS SPECIES OR SEX. Examples are below:

Ex. 1 — An exhibitor may substitute a barrow for a barrow or a heifer for a heifer.

13. Injection Site Rule (Lamb Specific):
A: All animals must meet Livestock Health Requirements
B: Lambs may not be given injections or have any foreign objects, including but not limited to needles, placed in their
bodies with the exception of injections of approved medications may be given in front of the point shoulder, i.e., in the
lamb’s neck. Injections must be given in conformity with the American Sheep Industry Association’s “Sheep Safety and
Quality Assurance Program (copy write September 2004)”
C: Any exception to this rule must be requested in writing, accompanied by a statement from a licensed veterinarian
setting forth the date, injectable, purpose of the injection and reason why it could not be injected in the lamb’s neck.
Any such written request may be granted or denied in the sole discretion of the Oklahoma Youth Expo.
14. Striking/Slapping: An exhibitor, or anyone assisting an exhibitor, is not allowed to aggressively or loudly pop, slap or strike
their sheep at any time during the show or at any place on the fairgrounds property. Failure to abide by this rule may result in
disqualification.
15. Showing in Appropriate Weight Class: An exhibitor must show their animal in the appropriate weight class. In other words,
if an exhibitor misses their weight class for any reason, the exhibitor is not allowed to move up to the next weight class.
16. Prolapse: Any visible prolapsed in the show ring will automatically be disqualified by the show superintendent.
17. General Rules: Review the General Rules and Regulations for all exhibitors and animals listed elsewhere in this publication.
These rules and regulations will apply in the market lamb show.

Breeding Sheep Regulations:

1. Breeding Ewe Defined: All ewes are considered a part of the Breeding Ewe Division and are intended for entry into ones flock
for the purpose of producing lambs for junior livestock show exhibitors.

2. Ownership: Every animal entered as a Purebred (Registered) Ewe must have a registration paper issued by the respective
breed association. The ewe must be registered in the name of the junior exhibitor PRIOR TO JANUARY 1 OF THE CURRENT
YEAR. No partnerships are allowed. All Purebred Breeding Sheep without a registration paper will be shown as a Commercial
Ewe. Exhibitors must maintain continuous ownership, possession and provide daily care for each Breeding Ewe entered in the
show from time of nomination until show day. Exhibitors may show a total of three Commercial Breeding Ewes and two Purebred
(Registered) Ewes per class.

3. Scholarships & Supreme Champion Female: All Breed Champions in the Ewe Division will receive $500 from the OYE
Scholarship Program. All Breed Champions (Southdown, Dorset, Shropshire, Hampshire, Suffolk and Commercial) will compete
for Overall Supreme Champion Ewe. The Supreme Champion Ewe will receive an additional $3,000, followed by the Reserve
Supreme Champion Ewe receiving $2,000, 3" Overall will receive $1,500, 4™ Overall will receive $1,000, and 5" Overall will
receive $1,000.

4. Nominations: To be eligible for the show, all Commercial Ewes must have been nominated through the OYE mail-in, self-
nomination process by November 5, 2010.

5. Grooming: Artificial coloring, paint and powder are not permitted for use in the Breeding Ewe Division during the show. All
Breeding Ewes must be slick shorn before entering the show ring. No wool is allowed above the knees or hocks. No wool cap
on the head. The use of hydrations utensils and the use of soft muzzles are permitted in the stalls only. Soft muzzles must be
removed from lambs any time they are taken from their stall for any reason. Failure to use hydration utensils and soft muzzles in
the stalls only will constitute disqualification. Blocking stands are permitted outside the exhibitor’s stalls.

6. Testing: All Breeding Ewes are subject to be tested for unauthorized compounds.

7. Check-In: Registration papers for Purebred Ewes must be checked in by 10:00 a.m. on Thursday, March 17, in the Sheep
Superintendent’s office. Weight cards for all Commercial Ewes must be turned in by 10:00 a.m., Thursday, March 17, in the
Sheep Superintendent’s Office.

8. Age/Teeth: Ewe Lambs must have all 8 temporary incisors with no visible signs of permanent incisors. Yearling Ewes must
have 6 temporary incisors and one pair of permanent incisors. If it is determined that the ewe has signs of permanent incisors
then that individual will show in the yearling ewe class.

9. Commercial Ewe Weight: The minimum weight is 90 pounds. There is no maximum weight.

10. Class Breaks: Purebred (Registered) Ewe classes will be divided based on age as explained in Rule 8. Commercial Ewe
classes will be divided based on weight unless a ewe has lost a temporary incisor or has visible signs of permanent incisors. In
this case, the ewe’s weight will be disregarded, and said ewe will show in the yearling ewe class.

13. Ears: In the Purebred (Registered) Ewe Division, flock tag, tattoo and/or association tag must be in the ear — NO
EXCEPTIONS.
14. Animal Substitution: An exhibitor may substitute one animal for another of the same species and sex as long as each
animal has been properly nominated and/or satisfies all of the show eligibility requirements such as ownership, age, etc. Animals
that do not meet the proper nomination requirements or other show eligibility requirements cannot be substituted for other
animals. ANIMALS MAY NOT BE SUBSTITUTED ACROSS SPECIES OR SEX. Examples are below:

There is no limit to the number of ewes per exhibitor that can make the sale. The Fifth Annual Oklahoma Youth Expo “Ewe-
Mania” Junior Breeding Ewe Sale will be held on Saturday, March 19, 2011, in the Superbarn. A 15% commission will be
collected on each ewe in the sale. The judge determines the sale order.

6. Show Weight: Show weight will range from 230 to 280 pounds. All barrows entered with estimated weight outside this range
will be sifted. Any barrow which weighs less than 230 pounds on show day will be sifted.
7. Show Weight: Prior to the final placing of each class, the show officials will weigh at least the top ten (10) barrows in each
class. If a barrow has gained more than 10 pounds above the official estimated weight as determined by the exhibitor at the time
of entry, he will be eliminated from the show. The barrow will not move up to the next class. Should any of the top ten (10)
barrows be weighed out, the next placing barrow will move up and be weighed. The same procedure will then be followed until
ten (10) qualified barrows are selected. All scales used in the barns must have a permit for the current show.
8. Ear Notches: All purebred barrows must have healed ear notches on both ears.
9. Grooming: Water will be the only substance permitted for coat dressing. Clipping is allowed in the barns, however no snaring
will be allowed.
10. Oil: OIL IS NOT ALLOWED! This is a zero-tolerance policy. All exhibits will be checked as they enter the sift pen.
11. Cryptorchid: Any exhibitor who exhibits a cryptorchid will forfeit all premium money won in the livestock show and premium
sale.

6. White is allowed on the ears, but NO solid white may appear on the ears.

7. Occasional splash of white may appear on the body.



CHESTER WHITE CHARACTER GUIDELINES:

1. Must possess Chester White Breed Characteristics.

2. Must be earnotched within seven days of birth.

3. Must be solid white in color, no color on the skin larger than a silver dollar, no colored hair.

Market Wether Regulations:

1. Ownership: Exhibitors must maintain continuous ownership, possession and provide daily care for each market wether
entered in the show from the time of nomination until show day. Exhibitors may show three market wethers.

2: Nominations: All market wether goats must have been nominated through the OYE self-nomination process to be eligible for
the 2011 market wether goat show. An exhibitor may nominate as many market wether goats as they wish. Animals may be any
breed or combination of breeds.

3: Identification: An OYE nomination tag will be applied at time of nomination.

4: Horns: Dehorning of goats in this show is not suggested; however horns should be tipped and rounded. Goats with horns
sharper than deemed safe by the show superintendent or fair staff will be required to be tipped or rounded or isolated and not
shown.

5: Stall Assignments: Stalls are assigned by the goat superintendents based on the number of market wethers and breeding
doe entries and space available. Without exception, goat stall assignments are based on where a 4-H or FFA member attends
school. The first, second and third place overall Goat Herdsman Award winners at the previous year's show are given choice of
location for their stalls.

6. Weight: Minimum weight requirement for market wethers is 50 pounds. Maximum weight limit is 160 pounds. There is no
official weigh-in of market wethers. Official scales will be available for exhibitors to use in determining weight for the official entry
card which must be turned in by 1:00 p.m. on Sunday, March 13, 2011 for classification. The top five placing animals in each
class will be weighed and any animal that differs by more than 5 pounds from weight submitted by the exhibitor on the official
entry card will be disqualified and the placing of all animals below will be moved up by one and top 5 placing animals weighed.
7. Weight Classes: The superintendent will determine the number of classes based on entries so that each class is composed
of no more than 40-55 animals. Based on the number of wether classes, divisions will be chosen with the Divisional
Winners competing for Grand and Reserve Champion Wether Goat honors.

8. Grooming: Artificial coloring, paint and powder are not permitted for use in the market wether division during the show.

9. Shearing: Wethers must be sheared to a maximum of 3/8"residual hair length.

10. Bracing: Bracing will be allowed in the wether goat division. All four feet MUST be left on the ground.



11. Health: Any animal with abscesses will NOT be allowed to remain on the fairgrounds. Goats must be free from external
parasites, ringworm and warts.
12. Testing: All market wethers are subject to be tested for unauthorized compounds. Wethers will also be subject to DNA
testing.
13. Muzzles: The use of hydration utensils and the use of soft muzzles are permitted in the stalls only. Soft muzzles must be
removed from goats any time they are taken from their stall for any reason. Failure to use hydration utensils and soft muzzles in
the stalls only will constitute disqualification.
14. Generators: No generators will be allowed to operate inside the goat barns. No fans will be allowed in the aisles at any time.
15. Teeth: There is no tooth rule.
16. Premium Sale: A minimum of 25 wether goats will be included in the Sale of Champions.
17. Animal Substitution: An exhibitor may substitute one animal for another of the same species and sex as long as each
animal has been properly nominated and/or satisfies all of the show eligibility requirements such as ownership, age, etc. Animals
that do not meet the proper nomination requirements or other show eligibility requirements cannot be substituted for other
animals. ANIMALS MAY NOT BE SUBSTITUTED ACROSS SPECIES OR SEX. Examples are below:

EX. 1 — An exhibitor may substitute a barrow for a barrow or a heifer for a heifer.

Ex. 2 — An exhibitor may NOT substitute a barrow for a gilt (different sex) or a wether for a steer (different species).

Ex. 3 — An exhibitor also may NOT substitute a market wether lamb for a commercial ewe.
18.Grooming: No hair coloring of any type will be allowed to be used on any exhibit above the flank of the animal. Added hair or
other material, natural or man-made may not be used in the grooming of any exhibit. Any attempt to change the composition or
appearance of any goat in an unnatural manner will result in disqualification. THIS RULE WILL BE STRICTLY ENFORCED
WITH A ZERO TOLERANCE POLICY.

Breeding Doe Kid Regulations:

1. Ownership: Exhibitors must maintain continuous ownership, possession and provide daily care for each Doe Kid entered in
the show from the time of nomination until show day. Exhibitors may show three breeding does.

2. Nominations: All doe kids must have been nominated through the OYE self-nomination process to be eligible for the 2011
doe kid show. An exhibitor may nominate as many doe kids as they wish. A scrapie tag must be present in the ear of all doe kids
at the time of the show. (A scrapie tag may be obtained from a county agent, a Vo-Ag teacher or the Oklahoma Department of
Agriculture). Any breed or combination of breeds can be shown. Breeding Does do not have to be registered to be shown.

3. Identification: A scrapie tag and an OYE nomination tag will be required on all animals at the time of the show.

4. Horns. Dehorning of goats in this show is not suggested; however horns should be tipped and rounded. Goats with horns
sharper than deemed safe by the show superintendent or fair staff will be required to be tipped or rounded or isolated and not
shown.

5. Stall Assignments: Stalls are assigned by the goat superintendents based on number of market wethers and breeding does
entries and space available. Without exception, goat stall assignments are based on where a 4-H or FFA member attends school.
6. Weight: Minimum weight requirement for breeding does is 50 pounds. Maximum weight limit is 160 pounds. There is no
official weigh-in of breeding does. Official scales will be available for exhibitors to use in determining weight for the official entry
card which must be turned in by 3:00 p.m. on Saturday, March 12, 2011 for classification. The top five placing animals in each
class will be weighed and any animal that differs by more than 5 pounds from weight submitted by the exhibitor on the official
entry card will be disqualified and the placing of all animals below will be moved up by one and top 5 placing animals weighed.

7. Weight Classes: The superintendent will determine the number of classes based on entries so that each class is composed of
no more than 40-55 animals.

8. Grooming: Artificial coloring, paint and powder are not permitted for use in the breeding doe division during the show.

9. Shearing: Length of hair is left up to the discretion of the exhibitor.

10. Bracing: Bracing of doe kids will not be tolerated and result in dismissal by the judge or superintendent. Doe kids must have
all four feet on the ground. Doe kids must be shown with a collar/chain used only to control the animal. Exhibitor can only



transiently touch the animal with his body. Exhibitor cannot use the collar to make the animal tense her muscles. Any violation will
result in dismissal.
11. Health: Any animal with abscesses will NOT be allowed to remain on the fairgrounds. Goats must be free from external
parasites, ringworm and warts.
12. Sale: The Grand Champion and Reserve Grand Champion breeding does along with eighteen additional doe kids as chosen
by the judge will be sold at the Eighth Annual Oklahoma Youth Expo Premier Doe Sale to be held at 7:00 p.m. on Sunday, March
13, 2011. Both registered and commercial does will be sold. ALL DOE KIDS SELECTED FOR THE DOE SALE MUST SELL!
Each exhibitor is only allowed to sell one animal. A 15% commission will be collected on each doe in the sale. An exhibitor will be
allowed to purchase the animal back, but must pay the commission. The judge determines the sale order.
12. Testing: All breeding does are subject to be tested for unauthorized compounds.
14. Muzzles: The use of hydration utensils and the use of soft muzzles are permitted in the stalls only. Soft muzzles must be
removed from goats any time they are taken from their stall for any reason. Failure to use hydration utensils and soft muzzles
only in the stalls will constitute disqualification.
