• Completed nominations must be post-marked no later than November 3, 2011. 

 
• At OYE 2012 we will be using a different type of tag, but the Destron taggers used in the past will still work on the 

new tags. 
 
• All Sheep, with the exception of Purebred (Regsitered) Ewes, must be nominated (Wethers and Commercial 

Ewes). 
 
• All Goats, both Wethers and Doe Kids, must be nominated. 

 
• Nomination Kits will be mailed upon receiving your request.
